QUESTION 1

This question is about the growth of 
Chartism.

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SOURCE A

Furious at the arrests of their fellow 
rural workers a crowd gathered outside 
the hotel where the accused Chartists 
were held. The mob grabbed whatever 
weapons they could lay their hands on. 
The women threw stones at the windows 
and urged the men to attack.

[From an account of the Chartist riot in 
Llanidloes, April 1839]
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SOURCE B

[A drawing entitled “The attack of the 
Chartists on the Westgate Hotel, Newport, 
November 4th, 1839”. Men can be seen 
outside the hotel. A large group of men 
with weapons are moving towards the 
hotel.]
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What can be learnt from Sources A and B 
about the Chartist protests in Wales?

[From an official government report 
explaining the reasons for the Merthyr 
Rising, July 1831]
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To what extent does this source accurately 
explain why workers in Merthyr decided to 
protest in 1831?   [6 marks]
