Alexandra to Tsar Nicholas commenting on the growing
political tension in the capital Petrograd]

SOURCE D

The situation in the capital is serious. The
government is paralysed; the transport system

is broken down; the food and fuel supplies are
completely disorganised. There is wild shooting on
the streets; troops are firing at each other. It is urgent
that someone who the people trust forms a new
government.

[A telegram sent by the leader of the Duma, Rodzianko,
to Tsar Nicholas on 27 February, 1917]
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QUESTION 4

This question is about the impact of the First
World War, 1914-1917.

Study the sources opposite and then answer the
question which follows.

Which of the sources is more useful to an historian
studying the growing crisis in Russia during the
First World War? [12 marks]
