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Plastic waste in our oceans
Around 12.7 million tonnes of plastic end up in our oceans each year. That’s the equivalent of a 
lorry load of rubbish a minute.

Researcher Dr Eleri Matthews says, “When I see plastic in the deep ocean, I always feel shock 
and disappointment that our rubbish has arrived there before us. Our oceans are turning into a 
plastic soup and the effects are terrible. Big pieces of plastic are choking turtles and seabirds.”

Plastic waste is in every corner of our planet, from Welsh beaches to Pacific Islands. Bottles, 
bags and other items disintegrate into ‘micro-plastics’ which enter the food chain in the oceans. 
They can be in the seafood on our plates.

Plastic, of course, is vital. Plastic is in computers, mobile phones and cars. However, the main 
problems are caused by single-use plastics and the large quantities we use. On average, a 
plastic bag is used for 15 minutes but it can take between 100 and 300 years to disintegrate. 

Rhys Brown from Greenpeace says: “With millions of tonnes of plastic going to the oceans, we 
must act now. It’s not too late. If we act together we can protect the world’s oceans for future 
generations.” 

More than 50 countries across the world are taking steps to reduce plastic pollution. We also 
have a responsibility as individuals. As well as reducing our single use plastic, we can reuse 
plastic and recycle it. Taking part in beach cleans is another way of making a difference. 
“There’s plenty we can do”, says Rhys Brown. “Even talking to family and friends about why it’s 
important to reduce plastic in our lives can help.”
