In the stream, a soldier can be 
seen drowning and horses look thin and 
distressed. The man is heading the cart 
up a slope towards a bright sun which is 
labelled 1924]
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Source D

With the death of Stresemann Germany 
has lost her most able statesman. In 
1923 Germany seemed to be in ruins, 
the French were in the Ruhr and the 
currency had collapsed. Then he took 
over and under his leadership Germany 
has become orderly and prosperous. She 
has an important place in the affairs of 
Europe.
