Principles of Marking

Conduct of the Speaking Assessment
As the assessor you must familiarise yourself with section 3.2 of the specification.

General Advice for Examiners

You are asked to read and digest thoroughly all the information set out in the document
Instructions for Examiners sent as part of the stationery pack. It is essential for the smooth
running of the examination that these instructions are adhered to by all. Particular attention
should be paid to the following instructions regarding marking.

¢ As an examiner, you must be positive in your approach. Look for opportunities to
reward rather than penalise.

e You must make sure that you are familiar with the assessment grid for marking the
stimulus cards and that you consider the marks and descriptors carefully when
awarding a mark for each assessment objective.

e There are two marking grids. The marking grid for Task 1 covers AO1, AO3 and
AO4. The marking grid for Task 2 is covers AO1, AO2, AO3 and AO4. See
information below regarding advice on awarding marks using banded mark
schemes.

e The specified length of the entire speaking assessment is 15 minutes. The candidate
will spend 5-6 minutes on Task 1 (argument) and 7-9 minutes on the Task 2
(discussion) with you as the examiner.

Timings for each stimulus card must be adhered to. You are not required to mark any
speaking evidence which exceeds these timings.

If a candidate's speaking assessment falls short of the stipulated timings, the candidate may
self-penalise as it is likely that there will not be enough speaking evidence to access the full
mark range.

Banded mark schemes (Speaking)
Banded mark schemes are divided so that each band has relevant descriptors. The
descriptors for the band provide a description of the performance level for that band.
This is done as a two stage process.

Stage 1 — Deciding on the band

When deciding on a band for each assessment objective, the assessment should be viewed
holistically. Beginning at the lowest band, you should look at the descriptors for that band
and see if they match the qualities shown in the candidate’s response for that section. If the
descriptors at the lowest band are satisfied, you should move up to the next band and repeat
this process for each band until the descriptors match the response.

If a candidate’s assessment covers different aspects of different bands within the mark
scheme, a ‘best fit’ approach should be adopted to decide on the band. For instance if the
response is mainly in band 2 but with a limited amount of band 3 content, the response
would be placed in band 2, but the mark awarded would be close to the top of band 2 as a
result of the band 3 content. You should not seek to mark candidates down as a result of
small omissions in minor areas of their response.

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Stage 2 — Deciding on the mark

Once the band has been decided, you can then assign a mark. WJEC will provide
standardising material already awarded a mark and this should be used as reference
material when assessing the response. When marking, you can use these examples to
decide whether a candidate’s response is of a superior, inferior or comparable standard to
the example. You are reminded of the need to revisit the standardising material as you apply
the mark scheme in order to confirm that the band and the mark allocated is appropriate to
the response given.

When you are marking the candidate's responses to the stimulus cards you should consider
the additional notes given for each card. However, you must bear in mind that the
additional notes are not exhaustive and are for guidance only. All valid responses will be
given credit.

When marking you should record a mark for each AO.

General Advice for Examiners

The candidate is required to answer one question on one film he/she has studied for AS.
The skills assessed on this paper are AO3 and AO4. For AO3 the candidate must
demonstrate that he/she is able to manipulate Spanish accurately in written forms, using a
wide range of lexis and structure. For AO4 the candidate must show knowledge and
understanding of, and respond critically to, different aspects of the culture and society of
countries or communities where Spanish is spoken. AO4 will be in the context of the film
studied. There are two marking grids; one for AO3 and one for AO4. You will apply the mark
scheme as set out in the marking grids. To select the appropriate band and mark you must
do the following.

Banded mark schemes

Banded mark schemes are divided so that each band has a relevant descriptor. The
descriptor for the band provides a description of the performance level for that band.

You should first read and annotate a learner’s answer to pick out the evidence that is being
assessed in that question. Once the annotation is complete, the mark scheme can be
applied. This is done as a two stage process.

Stage 1 - Deciding on the band

When deciding on a band for each assessment objective, the answer should be viewed
holistically. Beginning at the lowest band, you should look at the learner’s answer and check
whether it matches the descriptor for that band. You should look at the descriptor for that
band and see if it matches the qualities shown in the learner’s answer. If the descriptor at the
lowest band is satisfied, you should move up to the next band and repeat this process for
each band until the descriptor matches the answer. If an answer covers different aspects of
different bands within the mark scheme, a ‘best fit’ approach should be adopted to decide on
the band and then the learner’s response should be used to decide on the mark within the
band. For instance if a response is mainly in band 2 but with a limited amount of band 3
content, the answer would be placed in band 2, but the mark awarded would be close to the
top of band 2 as a result of the band 3 content. You should not seek to penalise candidates
as a result of small omissions in minor areas of an answer.

Stage 2 — Deciding on the mark

Once the band has been decided, you can then assign a mark. During standardising
(marking conference), detailed advice from the Principal Examiner on the qualities of each
mark band will be given. You will then receive examples of answers that have been awarded
a mark by the Principal Examiner. You should mark the examples and compare their marks
with those of the Principal Examiner. When marking, you can use these examples to decide
whether a learner’s response is of a superior, inferior or comparable standard to the
example. You are reminded of the need to revisit the answer as you apply the mark scheme
in order to confirm that the band and the mark allocated is appropriate to the response
provided.
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For AO4 a successful critical response is one which will clearly demonstrate that the
candidate is able to present and justify points of view, develop arguments and draw
conclusions based on understanding. At AS, knowledge and understanding of the work must
include a critical response to aspects such as structure of the plot, characterisation, and use
of imagery or other stylistic features, as appropriate to the work studied.

The approximate number of words advised for the essay is 300. Responses which exceed
the guidance must not be penalised and reward must be given for all valid responses. The
candidate is expected to spend approximately 1 hour on the essay. It is content which will
determine whether a candidate has written enough to access the full mark scheme and not
the number of words. Additional notes are provided with the mark scheme but they are not
exhaustive, and any other valid points must be credited. In order to reach the highest bands
of the mark scheme a candidate need not cover all of the points mentioned in the indicative
content or the scaffolding provided in the question paper but must meet the requirements of
the highest mark band. Where a response is not creditworthy, that is, contains nothing of any
significance to the mark scheme, or where no response has been provided, no marks should
be awarded.

When marking you should have the titles to hand as the questions require the candidate to
deal with a specific idea or ideas. The candidate is expected to answer the questions as set
and not provide a general comment on the subject matter as a whole. If a candidate adopts
a broad-brush approach he/she will be unlikely to focus on the questions as set, leading to
digression and irrelevance.

independent reasearch project. There are two; one to mark the 2 minute presentation
and the second to mark the discussion.

Timings for each part of the assessment must be adhered to. You are not required to mark

any speaking evidence which exceeds these timings.

If a candidate's speaking assessment falls short of the stipulated timings, the candidate may
self-penalise as it is likely that there will not be enough speaking evidence to access the full

mark range.

Banded mark schemes (Speaking)
Banded mark schemes are divided so that each band has relevant descriptors. The
descriptors for the band provide a description of the performance level for that band.
This is done as a two stage process.

Stage 1 - Deciding on the band

When deciding on a band for each assessment objective, the assessment should be viewed
holistically. Beginning at the lowest band, you should look at the descriptors for that band and
see if they match the qualities shown in the candidate’s response for that section. If the
descriptors at the lowest band are satisfied, you should move up to the next band and repeat
this process for each band until the descriptors match the response.

If a candidate’s assessment covers different aspects of different bands within the mark
scheme, a ‘best fit’ approach should be adopted to decide on the band. For instance if the
response is mainly in band 2 but with a limited amount of band 3 content, the response would
be placed in band 2, but the mark awarded would be close to the top of band 2 as a result of
the band 3 content. You should not seek to mark candidates down as a result of small
omissions in minor areas of their response.

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Stage 2 — Deciding on the mark

Once the band has been decided, you can then assign a mark. WJEC will provide
standardising material already awarded a mark and this should be used as reference material
when assessing the response.

When marking, you can use these examples to decide whether a candidate’s response is of a
superior, inferior or comparable standard to the example. You are reminded of the need to
revisit the standardising material as you apply the mark scheme in order to confirm that the
band and the mark allocated is appropriate to the response given.

When marking you should record a mark for each AO.

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El Ayuntamiento de Oviedo ha quitado un busto de Franco que ha estado en la Plaza de
Espafia desde finales de los setenta. EI Ayuntamiento cumple asi con una ley que obligaba
a retirar el monumento que homenajeaba al dictador. Conservan el busto en el almacén
municipal.

Memoria Historica, una ley a favor de personas que sufrieron persecucion durante la
dictadura de Franco. Sin embargo, los grupos de ultraderecha han pedido la permanencia
del busto.

MARK SCHEME

General Advice for Examiners

The candidate is required to write one essay on the literary work they have studied; the skills
assessed on this paper are AO3 and AO4. For AO3 the candidate must demonstrate that
he/she is able to manipulate Spanish accurately in written forms, using a wide range of lexis
and structure. For AO4 the candidate must show knowledge and understanding of, and
respond critically to, different aspects of the culture and society of countries or communities
where Spanish is spoken. In Unit 5, AO4 will be in the context of the literary work studied.
There is one marking grid.; You will apply the mark scheme as set out in the marking grid. In
the marking grid there are five bands for AO3 and AO4. Each band contains 4 marks. To
select the appropriate band and mark you must do the following:

Banded mark schemes

Banded mark schemes are divided so that each band has a relevant descriptor. The
descriptor for the band provides a description of the performance level for that band.

You should first read and annotate a learner’s answer to pick out the evidence that is being
assessed in that question. Once the annotation is complete, the mark scheme can be
applied. This is done as a two stage process.

Stage 1 — Deciding on the band

When deciding on a band for each assessment objective, the answer should be viewed
holistically. Beginning at the lowest band, you should look at the learner’s answer and check
whether it matches the descriptor for that band. You should look at the descriptor for that
band and see if it matches the qualities shown in the learner’s answer. If the descriptor at the
lowest band is satisfied, you should move up to the next band and repeat this process for
each band until the descriptor matches the answer. If an answer covers different aspects of
different bands within the mark scheme, a ‘best fit’ approach should be adopted to decide on
the band and then the learner’s response should be used to decide on the mark within the
band. For instance if a response is mainly in band 2 but with a limited amount of band 3
content, the answer would be placed in band 2, but the mark awarded would be close to the
top of band 2 as a result of the band 3 content. You should not seek to penalise candidates
as a result of small omissions in minor areas of an answer.

Stage 2 — Deciding on the mark

Once the band has been decided, you can then assign a mark. During standardising
(marking conference), detailed advice from the Principal Examiner on the qualities of each
mark band will be given. You will then receive examples of answers that have been awarded
a mark by the Principal Examiner. You should mark the examples and compare their marks
with those of the Principal Examiner. When marking, you can use these examples to decide
whether a learner’s response is of a superior, inferior or comparable standard to the
example. You are reminded of the need to revisit the answer as you apply the mark scheme
in order to confirm that the band and the mark allocated is appropriate to the response
provided.

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For AO4 a successful critical and analytival response is one which will clearly demonstrate
that the candidate is able to present and justify points of view, develop arguments and draw
conclusions based on understanding. At A Level, knowledge and understanding of the work
must include a critical and analytical response to aspects such as structure of the plot,
characterisation, and use of imagery or other stylistic features, as appropriate to the work
studied.

The approximate number of words advised for the essay response is 400 words. Responses
which exceed the guidance must not be penalised and reward must be given for all valid
responses. It is content which will determine whether a candidate has written enough to
access the full mark scheme and not the number of words. Additional notes are provided
with the mark scheme but they are not exhaustive, and any other valid points must be
credited. In order to reach the highest bands of the mark scheme a candidate need not cover
all of the points mentioned in the indicative content but must meet the requirements of the
highest mark band. Where a response is not creditworthy, that is, contains nothing of any
significance to the mark scheme, or where no response has been provided, no marks should
be awarded.

When marking you should have the titles to hand as the questions require the candidate to
deal with a specific idea or ideas. The candidate is expected to answer the questions as set
and not provide a general comment on the subject matter as a whole. If a candidate adopts
a broad-brush approach he/she will be unlikely to focus on the questions as set, leading to
digression and irrelevance.

1. Luis de Castresana: El otro &rbol de Guernica [40]

(a) ¢ Hasta qué punto se puede decir que la guerra civil siempre esté presente en
‘El otro arbol de Guernica’?

Novel begins with the separation of children from parents/the mother
curses all wars.

References to other wars e.g. the remains of the 1% World War are seen
near the Casa de las Dunas/references throughout the novel to soldiers
singing on their way to battle, bombings, food queues.

Death of Valentin’s father/Manolin’s fear of death/children wiser than
adults.

(b) ¢, Por qué motivos se puede justificar la popularidad duradera de esta novela?

Novel deals with universal themes of war, separation, nostalgia, patriotism
— give examples.

Santi. His qualities of leadership and love of country can be understood at
any period of history.

Human weaknesses are unchanging e.g. the Dufour family.

2. Laura Esquivel: Como agua para chocolate [40]

@) Analiza la importancia de Mama Elena en ‘Como agua para chocolate’.

Mama Elena is dictatorial and imposes her traditional values on the
household/consequences of this.

She is not affected emotionally by the food prepared by Tita.
Effects of passion are more powerful than Mama Elena’s curses.

(b) Analiza el uso y los efectos del ‘realismo magico’ en esta novela.

Novel combines food with magic realism.

The coexistence of the real and unreal is seen as normal e.g. the effect
that eating Tita's cake has on guests at a traditional wedding.

Other examples — effect of food on Gertrudis and Rosaura/the return of
Mama Elena, Nacha and Dr. Brown’s grandmother — presented as
something natural.
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3. Federico Garcia Lorca: La casa de Bernarda Alba [40]

(@) Analiza esta afirmacion: “no se puede culpar a Bernarda Alba porque siempre
actua segun las normas de la sociedad”.

At the time strict rules governed society; there was great fear of other
people’s gossip and poor opinion, what society would say, el ‘cotilleo’, ‘el
qué diran’

Traditionally in Spanish society men had imposed those rules for women
to obey without question. Women were expected to be obedient and
submissive.

Bernarda with her stick acts like a man. She shouts, threatens the women
with her stick and imposes her iron will on them all.

Bernarda is a product of her time. With no man in the house, she has to
take that role of the man defying the neighbours to gossip about her
daughters.

(b) Analiza el papel de los hombres en la obra .

At the time strict rules governed society and men ruled the household.
Bernarda, in the absence of a man in the household wields the stick like a
man

Although no men appear physically in the play, their presence influences
the action. Pepe el Romano outside, off stage , los segadores who
represent the sexual freedom which is denied to the girls .

The 'caballo garafidn' is an obvious example of male dominance.

La Poncia has an ambiguous attitude towards men. On the one hand, she
dominated her husband Yo pude con el!" but on the other hand she pays
for her son to visit a woman of doubtful reputation 'Los hombres necesitan
estas cosas'.

4, Ramén Sender: Réquiem por un campesino espafiol [40]

€)) ¢ Hasta qué punto crees que Paco confia demasiado en el sefior cura?

Paco has looked up to and respected Mosén Millan since he was a child
and was trained as an altar server by the latter.

Traditionally a pillar of the community like the village priest would
command respect and loyalty from the villagers and particularly from
children and young people.

Paco does not think that a pillar of the community could or would betray
him as he has known Mosen Millan since childhood.

Paco is loyal even though, as an adult he does not agree with the way
Mosen Millan has behaved. E.g to the poor people in the cave.

(b) Analiza los simbolos més importantes en la novela
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Mosen Millan symbolises the Catholic Church which during the Civil war
was also guilty of hypocrisy and inertia. He uses religion to justify the
poverty of the cave dwellers.
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Importance of the réquiem mass as a framework for the novel. Mosen
Milldan remembers Paco’s whole life from his birth to his death as he
prepares to conduct the réquiem mass.

Symbolism of el potro who roams freely around the village after Paco’s

death. This could be interpreted as Paco’s spirit roaming free or the potro
as an embodiment of Paco.

The grasshopper which tried to escape from a bush is symbolic of a rural
society trying to break free from traditional constraints, or Paco’s attempt
break free by becoming a socialist.
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
